1. Please make use of the Tennessee Electronic Library (TEL on Mrs. Barnes' web page from the NVM homepage) and Grolier Online, which is another link on the web page and is bookmarked on all the library computers.

3. Don’t forget math and science are related—math projects make good experiments

4. Record all information you may need for your bibliography—proper format is required.  This is extremely important because going back to get bibiliographic (where you got your information) data can be very difficult.

5. Science Dewey numbers:

500’s  Natural science (math is in the 510’s-519’s)

600’s  Applied science, technology

6. Remember the scientific method and follow carefully.

7. Your sources of information should be reliable.  Reference books are trustworthy, but internet sources could literally come from anywhere.  Check the bottom of the cite.  Read the about us—who produced this site, check the date for currentness and when it was last updated, what does the author say about the purpose of the site, is the site easy to navigate, is there a biography of the author and can you find out more about him or her, are graphics helpful, and does the homepage load efficiently.
